In the Universal Plugin Manager interface, you can find a list of User-installed apps (e.g. your Brikit apps will appear here). Within each installed app in the 
list, you have the option to enable, disable, update, or uninstall the app. You can also search, download, and upload apps directly from the Universal 
Plugin Manager page.
